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English IV B Course Syllabus

Course Description

English IV B, the second of a two-semester course, explores the major English writers from the Victorian period through the Modern Period. Interspersed within the course content are extensive writing practice and exercises, including creating a research paper, a resume, and a descriptive essay. Students will also learn about Technical Communication, how advertising uses fallacies, and how to explore and research a career path.     

Course Objectives
