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French I A Syllabus

Course Description

French I A is the first course of a four-semester series. Using a variety of audio, reading, pictorial, and written exercises, students quickly learn to recognize targeted vocabulary and start incorporating basic grammatical concepts: articles, plurals, and noun/adjective gender agreement; vowel and consonant pronunciation; sentence patterns; numbers and counting; introductions and greetings, directional symbols, body parts, geography, and other vocabulary. In every lesson, students practice reading and comprehending French text, and then use the vocabulary from those readings to increase their speaking fluency. 

French content is provided by Power-Glide.

*NOTE: To get the best experience from your French course, a high speed internet connection is recommended.

Recommended Preparation
In general, students should be self-motivated and good independent learners. Students should use the course daily. Sporadic use leads to lower retention and motivation. Students should also follow instructions carefully and pause and review as needed. Because this course is computer-based, students should have basic keyboarding skills and be comfortable with getting online, using email, and using a word processor.
